(b) both parties acknowledge to FRO, in writing, that a child or Recipient is no longer entitled to support; or

(c) the support order is changed by further court order.

(vi) Support payments should be made to the Family Responsibility Office at P.O. Box 2204, Station P, Toronto, Ontario, M5S 3E9, unless they are deducted from an income source or FRO advises otherwise.

(vii) Nothing in these Minutes, nor in the Order of the Court resulting from it, prohibit the parties from reconciling.  However, in the event the parties do reconcile, a motion should be brought to the court to terminate the Order.
